CLASSROOM ENTRY

Students are to enter the class quietly and in an orderly manner. For year 9 & 10
students this will mean lining up outside the classroom and entering at the teacher's
instruction. (On wet days, this requirement may be waived in the prefabs).

All Students are to take out materials needed for the lesson (including homework and
diaries), put bags on the floor or in another designated place.

Year 9 & 10 students are to immediately start the DO NOW activity set by the teacher.

EXPECTED BEHAVIOUR

Students must come prepared for class - all materials, homework done, diaries.

2. Uniform will be checked at the start of each period. Those incorrectly dressed and
without an exemption are to be sent to Admin. Exemptions should be obtained before
school.

3. Students wearing excessive jewellery must remove it at the teacher's request. Confiscated
items must be handed to Senior Management Team.

4. Eating and drinking in class is not permitted - students must cease at the. In some
rooms, teachers may allow students to drink water - this is at the teacher's discretion.

5. Students with cell-phones and other electronic equipment (such as ipods) must
ensure these are turned off and kept in bags the entire lesson. Those which are not may
be confiscated by staff and handed to SMT for safekeeping. On the second occasion the
item will be held until a caregiver collects it.

6. Latecomers and visitors to class must knock on the door and wait quietly for the
teacher to admit them. When permitted to enter the room, students must settle to work
quickly, without disturbing others.

7. During class discussions and when requesting assistance, students are expected to raise
their hands and/or wait quietly for the opportunity to speak - calling out is
not permitted.

8. At all times students must demonstrate respect for other students, staff and the resources
and environment in which they work.

9. Students are expected to aim to achieve and participate positively in all lessons.

PACKING UP

1. Students must record homework in their diaries.

2. Students must wait for their teacher's instructions before packing up.

3. Once packed up, students must wait to be dismissed by their teacher.

4. The room must be left tidy.
